In 2012, with over 43,000 Coast Guard active duty members, over 8,000 reservists,
over 8,800 civilian employees, and over 30,000 volunteer Coast Guard Auxiliarists:

s Responded to 19,730 Search and Rescue cases, saved 3,560 lives
and more than 577 million in property.

s Removed 107 metric tons of cocaine bound toward the U.5. via the
Transit Zone.

s Continued the deployment of six Patrol Boats and 400 personnel to
protect Iragi critical maritime oil infrastructure and train Iragi naval
forces.

s Conducted 919 escorts and patrols to support 190 domestic U.5.
