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S.S. EL FARO Marine Board of Investigation Daily Brief - Hearing Session 2, Day 8

Summarized Daily Testimony
Today’s first witness was Mr. Jerry McMillan, marine inspector, U.S. Coast Guard. McMillan testified to Coast Guard oversight and inspections for the Alternate Compliance Program (ACP) and interactions with the American Bureau of Shipping (ABS). 

The second witness was Mr. John Hannon, program manager, Commercial Vessel Compliance, U.S. Coast Guard. Hannon testified to the auditing process for Authorized Class Societies (ACS). ABS was the ACS authorized to verify El Faro’s statutory compliance on behalf of the Coast Guard. He also testified to ACP policies and liaison work with classification societies.

The third witness of the day was CWO4 Andrew Schock, marine inspector, U.S. Coast Guard. Schock testified to the last Coast Guard ACP annual oversight on machinery for the El Faro.
