Summarized Daily Testimony
Today’s first witness was Mr. Bruce Wagner, service technician, Harding. Wagner testified to the repair and inspection of the El Faro davits during the August servicing. He also testified to servicing prior to the vessel’s departure on Sep. 29, 2015.  Finally, he testified to the scope of the inspection, specific repairs and testing.   

The second witness was Mr. Peter Keller, executive vice president, TOTE Inc.  Keller testified to plans retrofit for the El Faro’s transition to Alaska service. 

The third witness of the day was Mr. William Weinbecker, port engineer, TOTE Maritime Puerto Rico.  Weinbecker testified to stability and emergency procedures during the accident voyage for the El Faro.  He also testified to duties of the port engineer in general.
